| always enjoy reading memoirs as one can learn so much from other people’s experiences, but, I'm
afraid that, in this book, that really did not happen. The book deals with a four month trip around a
fascinating, enormous country, and besides reading what Paul did on most days - as in a journal
entry, the reader learns that he spent a great deal of his time on the beach swimming, sleeping,
eating and then at night, drinking beer! Occasionally one catches a glimpse of the real Paul, a shy
man who is frightened of women, is bitter about his ex wife and who would rather smile than
confront people who treat him badly. Proofreading would have helped too as there were many
grammatical and punctuation errors -perhaps typos - but they irritated me.Would | recommend this
book? Mmmmmm, | don’t think so, but | hope that Paul will continue to write as he has a story to tell,

if he’d focus on other aspects of his life.
