The idea behind these cards is great; it makes for a fun group activity or just by yourself. | actually
brought these cards with me on a road trip and while my boyfriend was driving, | read the questions
and we tried to answer them together. It was a lot of fun, but | think (as other people have said)
some of the items it asks about are obscure trivia that most people don’t know a lot about, making it
difficult and sometimes frustrating. For example, there is a lot of material about mythology, which
neither of us knew enough about to even attempt the questions in this category. Also, as a language
teacher | noticed that the card asking "what are the 6 verb tenses?" was waaaaaaay off . . . there
are way more than 6 verb tenses in the English language, so needless to say this one rubbed me
the wrong way. However overall | enjoyed this item; | just wish there were more cards because we
ran out of questions only halfway through our road trip! | hope they make a 2nd edition of these

because there are definitely some untapped categories.

The concept is great, especially for groups at parties and other small gatherings. The reviewer who
said the game would be fun if you were a Mensa member is correct, but probably understates the
difficulty of the game. We tried playing the game by teaming the males against the females at a
recent party.
