Some authors lace their books with suppositions and out and out fabrications (a prime example
being Eckert who included Tecumseh’s supposed romance and marriage proposal to Rebecca
Galloway in his books).l also have Edmunds book on Tenskawatawa and it is another well written
book. Do yourself a favor and sell or give away your Eckert books and use the proceeds to buy one
