The original 4-volumes

were published in Spanish in the 1970s, but proved so incendiary that the Argentine military actually

ordered all copies burned in 1976. Finally, a beautiful translation makes available to an

English-speaking audience the tragic story of the 1921-22 genocide of poor farm workers naive

enough to believe that they had rights and the audacity to organize to demand them. Bayer's

historical account reads like the most compelling murder mystery ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ fast-paced and

compelling. It is impossible to put down - from the opening scene in which the anarchist Wilkens

waits, bomb in hand, to kill the officer responsible for the Patagonian massacres to the final

heartbreaking moment in which the author meets the daughter of one of the victims

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ a father killed in cold blood before she could even meet him.
