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Synopsis

This book is an intense artistic exploration of a significant yet little understood and often overlooked
region of the United States.Despite the promise of alternative energy, coal still fuels most of our
power plants and steel mills. The story of its extraction, and of the people who live, work, and
endure in West Virginia, Southwestern Virginia, Kentucky, and Pennsylvania, has been a source of
fascination bordering on obsession for the photographer Builder Levy. For four decades, he has
been witness to a dangerous industry where workers operate heavy machinery in close quarters
underground, extracting ever-increasing tonnage of coal. Over the last two decades, at surface
mines, Levy has seen powerful explosives tear apart mountain summits, followed by giant draglines
that scoop out the exposed veins of coal in massive, destructive, quantities. He has also witnessed
strikes and picket lines, desperation and rage, hope and dignity, and the inevitable natural and
man-made disasters that are part of the territory.Builder Levy is part of a grand humanist continuum
that includes Lewis Hine, Paul Strand, Walker Evans, to name a few. Intertwining the traditions of
fine art, social documentary, and street photography, Appalachia USA is an aesthetically and
socially significant book that celebrates the human spirit; it is this spirit that shines through the coal
dust in the faces of miners, in mothers struggling to protect their children, and in ravaged but
resilient communities. Levy’s photographs and accompanying captions capture the tension, the
dignity, and the enduring humanity of this troubled corner of America. Includes 69 spot-varnished

Life for the rural poor in Appalachia and the many heartbreaking problems they must grapple with,
have been discussed in academic books and journals in the context of theories, analysis, and
statistics. But through his poignant photographic images of the landscape and the people in that part
of the country, Builder Levy, in his book Appalachia USA, gives life to those numbers and theories.
As a social documentary photographer and humanitarian, he uses visual images as language to tell
a story about people and place, not only about those he photographs, but more generally, to offer a
narrative about life for many others living in that same place and time. Aesthetically, his images are
works of art, and a viewer cannot help but be emotionally affected, a response numbers alone
cannot elicit.lt is obvious that people in his photographs are more than

LevyAfA¢A & -A &,¢s image of Mae and her granddaughter, | thought of Singer’s painting, and in
my mind juxtaposed it alongside LevyAfA¢A & -A a,¢s photo as a visual representation of class
differences. Unlike Mrs. Knowles, Mae and Jeanie are not adorned with exquisite fashions nor are
they feeling that all is well in the moment, nor that it will be in the future. But Levy lets us know that
despite class differences, they are just as beautiful; no embellishments; the simple dress; Jeanie’s
bare feet; the backdrop of a cornfield; and Jeanie’s hand resting on her grandmother’s wrist as
Mae’s arms envelop Jeanie. LevyAfA¢A 4 -A a,¢s images contain no references to the
disparaging stereotypes of Appalachians held in our culture, and this is communicated by he has
captured as a sense of pride and dignity in the grandmother.l have read both non- fiction and fiction
books about Appalachia. Through LevyAfA¢A a4 -A &,¢s powerful photographs, the numbers in
academic books and the characters in the novels we read become real people, and we enter their
